California Sea Otter Fund renewed

Gov. Jerry Brown signed a bill into law Friday that
will renew the California Sea Otter Fund for the next
five years.
The fund, which was set to expire in December,

helps the research, recovery and protection of the
threatened California sea otter.
Sen. Bill Monning, D-Carmel, authored the bill

sponsored by Defenders of Wildlife and Friends of the
Sea Otter.
Since 2007 the California income tax form has in-

cluded the option for Californians to voluntarily con-
tribute to the fund, resulting in more than $2 million
raised to protect sea otters.

Water main work affects local streets

als, and there will be some temporary water outages.

SALINAS>> The puppy with
the painted toenails who
became an accidental ce-
lebrity last month found
a new home with a loving
family still grieving the
loss of their pup in a pet
spa fire last month.
The adopted pooch, a

Chihuahua mix, was given
the name Pierre by the
SPCA for Monterey County
after a woman brought
him to the shelter in July,
claiming she had found
him abandoned in an alley
in Oldtown Salinas inside
a small, lavender, purse-
style pet carrier, with his
toenails painted red.
Pierre’s unfortunate

tale — and wagging tail —
caught the attention of lo-
cal media, then went vi-
ral, with national and in-
ternational outlets telling
his story. But the plot soon
thickened.
“The woman reported

finding him abandoned in
Oldtown Salinas, but after
investigation, we came to
find out that her story was
not true — that, unfortu-
nately, she had made up
the story,” said Beth Brook-
houser, director of Com-
munity Outreach for SPCA
Monterey County. She later
changed her story, tell-
ing investigators she had

purchased the dog from a
transient.
“In the meantime, we

had a lot of interest in
Pierre,” Brookhouser said.
“We were getting calls and
emails from all over the
country, and even interna-
tionally.”
One adoption offer came

all the way from Germany,
she said, but the winner of
the Pierre Sweepstakes ul-
timately was a Monterey
County family, Jeremy
Bussell, Rose Blessing and
their daughters, Jenasea
Blessing, Alexis Godard.
“We’ve actually known

these people for quite some
time, and they have a story
of their own,” Brookhouser
said. “They had lost their
puppy that they had ad-
opted from us in the recent
pet spa fire, and the time
was right for them to open
their hearts and home to
a new pet. Pierre is very
sweet, and has lots of per-
sonality. They fell in love
with him and they’re tak-
ing him home today.”
Godard said the loss of

their previous puppy was
still fresh in their hearts,
but they hoped Pierre
could bring them some
joy.
Brookhouser said those

who made offers from out-
side of California were ad-
vised to adopt a dog from a
shelter a bit closer to their
homes.
“There are Chihuahuas

in need everywhere,” she
said.
